• Local resident Barbara Pegna (Guiting Power) regarding approach to GP ‘quarry’.  She was aware 
of issues regarding the non-quarry, but also aware that it would be difficult for villagers to complain 
directly. She has now written to CDC complaining of the effects of the quarry vehicles on the village 
and explaining exactly which conditions of their planning permission have been breached;  

• Phil Doddington (Ford) re: TGPC participation in the appeal hearing for Cotswold Hill quarry;  

• Rhodri Grey (Highways Officer) and Alex Hambro re: weight limit proposal at Barton 
Bridge/Windrush Lane. Mr Hambro has offered to provide £15,000 for the proposed weight limit;

Highways can remove the sign but not replace it.
