
Minutes of Temple Guiting Annual Parish Meeting
Wednesday 7th May 2024 at 7.30 p.m.
in Temple Guiting Village Hall

1.	Introductions
The Chairman thanked those members of the public who attended. With the agreement of councillors, the Chairman had moved items 3 and 4 (reports from the County Councillor and District Councillor) from this meeting to the previous meeting. 

2. Approval of minutes of Annual Parish meeting held on 1st May 2024
The Council approved the minutes and the Chairman signed the copy. 
Items 3 and 4 had been moved to the Parish Council meeting. 
5. Report from the Chairman of Temple Guiting Parish Council for the previous year
VAS data
The Chairman noted that the Parish Council had continued to monitor traffic in Ford and Temple Guiting.  Data showed that traffic at The Plough in Ford had less traffic travelling at under 30 mph than at the Ford Pitch site. This differed from previous readings but could be because the VAS at that site had been installed more recently than the VAS at Ford Pitch. 
Four replacement batteries would be needed soon.

6. Report from the Quarry Working Group
Councillors from Temple Guiting attended the planning meeting at GCC for the latest development at Oathill Quarry but the application was permitted. The Quarry Working Group had built useful relationships with the Minerals team at GCC and the new owners of Oathill seemed to be better at sheeting loads to make sure rocks did not fall onto the roads. 7. Report from the United Charities of Temple Guiting Committee
Cllr Mather explained that the United Charities managed 30 acres left to the village in 1650 ‘for the benefit of the poor’.  £100 is given at Christmas to parish residents deemed needy or to children in full time education but not at school.  £1200 was donated in 2024/25.  TGPC councillors thanked Cllr Mather for her work in managing the charity. 

8. Report from Temple Guiting Recreation Society (Village Hall and recreation field trustees) 
Cllr Mather reported that maintenance of the village hall was becoming increasingly expensive but the charity was still breaking even. This year a photographic record of the condition of the village hall and a list of the priority work needed to continue to meet the immediate needs of current users would be created.  

A number of organisations were being approached to help with future funding requirements including GCC Schools Estates, CDC and a number of grant-giving bodies but the hall would only be eligible if the length of the lease was increased.   



9. Public comments and questions
A member of the public suggested finding another site for the village hall including on land opposite the school house and on land owned by United Charities of Temple Guiting. The latter was considered too far from the school (over a mile away).  Other land was in the conservation area so would be contrary to planning regulations. 

10. Closing comments  
The Chairman thanked all attendees, including members of the public, for their participation, adding that the Parish Council could only function with the support of the community.  The Chairman closed the meeting at 8.10 p.m.
